Trying to get Belle Chere to use Biodiesel for their generators. Would only cost them about $500 more.
Matt said he would find sponsors to make up the difference in cost.

Cherokee:
 

  - have agreed to have Matt help with the LEED certification process. This is a huge project: 300,000 sq ft at the cost of about $130.00/sq ft!
 

Padgett and Freeman are the  LEED certified architects for the project. They will be paying Matt to help with the LEED certification process. Matt is working on WNCGBC becoming a consultant for the project.
 

There are some difficult constraints: they are stripping the 44 acres for the project 1 foot down and supposedly saving that valuable topsoil for other projects. It is about a 3.5 year project.
